He has
been associated with FSHS since the 1960s. He was
student of Dr. Al Krezdorn, Chairman of the Fruit
Crops Department at the University of Florida.

He has published numerous articles in ASHS, FSHS
international proceedings and journals. In FSHS he ha
published on performance, fruit quality, survival of all
most all the citrus rootstocks, tree  size  control,
hedging and topping, citrus nutrition, bud union
compatibility, root growth and soil compatibility
effects, pesticide applications and their effects on roo
systems, suitable windbreaks for disease control. He
worked for many years with the Florida citrus nursery
industry and the development of the container grown

Dr. Castle has published in national and
international journals and proceedings including the
International Society of Citriculture and the
International Society of Citrus Nurserymen.
